RULES AND REGULATIONS

INTRODUCTION

The following Rules and Regulations ("Rules") have been adopted by the Board
of Directors ("Board") of the Altia Homeowners Association ("Association")
pursuant to its authority under the Declaration of Restrictions for Altia
Homeowners Association ("CC&Rs"). The Board has adopted these Rules in the
hope they will promote a good quality of life and protect property values for
every owner and resident in the Altia community.

These Rules and Regulations do not replace the CC&Rs but, rather, supplement
(and, in some cases, restate) the CC&Rs. Each owner and resident of the Altia
development is obligated to abide by all of the Association's governing
documents, including, but not limited to, its CC&Rs, Bylaws, Articles of
Incorp oration, and Rules and Regulations. Failure to comply with the governing
documents may result in fines or loss of privileges.

In the initial distribution of this booklet, resident owners will receive one copy
and off-site owners will receive two copies (one for the owner and one for the
tenant). Additional copies can be purchased for a nominal fee from the
management company. Owners who are selling their home should give the next
owner(s) and real estate agent, if applicable, a copy of this booklet prior to their
move-in. (See CC&Rs, Art. XV, Sec. 20.)

SECTION 1

OWNER'S RESPONSIBILITY FOR GUESTS, TENANTS, ETC.

1.1. Copies of Governing Documents. It is the responsibility of all owners to
provide their tenants and guests with copies of the governing documents.
Tenants must be given the Governing Documents prior to moving in.

1.2. Compliance with Governing Documents. Each owner, tenant, occupant
and guest of a unit in the development is obligated to comply with the
governing documents. Owners are responsible for the actions of their
tenants, guests, family, etc., including, but not limited to, any damage to
the common area or other violations of the governing documents done by
such tenants, guests, family members, etc.

1.3. Lease/Rental Agreement Provision. Any lease or rental agreement for a
unit in the development shall include a provision that the tenant(s) is/ are
responsible for abiding by the governing documents and that the failure
to do so shall be adefault under the lease or rental agreement.

Submission of Lease/Rental Agreement. An owner who leases or rents
his/her unit must submit to the Board a copy of the lease and a
statement from the tenant stating the tenant has received a copy of the
governing documents and agrees to abide by them. These materials shall
be submitted prior to the tenant moving in.

SECTION 2

POOL AND SPA RULES AND REGULATIONS

Use Limited to Residents, Guests. The pool and spa area is for exclusive
use of residents, owners and their invited guests.

Hours. Pool/ Spa hours are from 8:00 am.-10:00 p.m., Sunday-Thursday,
and 8:00 am.-11:00 p.m., Friday and Saturday. These hours are subject
to change.

Adult Supervision Required. For health and safety reasons, all children
under 14 years of age must be supervised by an adult (defined as a
person 18 years of age or older) when using the pool or spa. Each adult
may supervise no more than four children at one time. The supervising
adult shall be responsible for all actions of the children in their care.

NO LIFEGUARD. There is NO LIFEGUARD ON DUTY at the pool and spa.
All persons using these facilities do so at their own risk.

Health Concerns. Persons who, for health and safety reasons, should
avoid hot water are prohibited from using the spa. Individual spa users
are responsible for consulting with their physicians to determine if and
for how long spa use is recommended.

Ability to Swim. Persons who cannot swim must be accompanied by an
adult (defined as a person 18 years of age or older) who is able to swim
and must use a life jacket or over-the-arm type of flotation devices when
in the pool or spa.

Horseplay and Hazardous Activities. No running, horseplay, fighting, or
any other dangerous or hazardous activity is allowed in the pool or spa
or in the surrounding area.

Nuisances. Nuisances are prohibited. This includes, but is not limited
to, the use of loud or abusive language, obnoxious or disturbing noise,
loud radios, or any other activity determined by the Board of Directors to
be a nuisance.

Gate and Key Entry. Entry into the pool and spa area must be done by
use of the gate and key. No fence climbing is allowed.

Limitation of Visitors. There is alimit of four pool/ spa guest visitors per
unit. ALL visitors MUST be accompanied at ALL times by an adult
resident (defined as a person 18 years of age or older) of the unit of
which they are a guest.

Wheeled Toys. No bicycles, skateboards, rollerblades or scooters are
permitted in the pool and spa areas.

Swimming Attire. Proper swimming attire (i.e., swimming suits) is
required while swimming in the pool or enjoying the spa. No street
clothes, cutoffs or similar garments are permitted. No nude sunbathing
is permitted.

No Diapers. Non-potty-trained individuals, incontinent persons and
persons with communicable gastro-intestinal illness are not allowed in
the spa or pool. No diapers, rubber pants or similar garments are
allowed in the pool or spa.

Suntan Oil. Pool and spa users must refrain from using suntan oil while
in the pool/spa. All pool and spa users must shower before entering the
pool/ spa.

Glass, Etc. No glass or breakable containers are permitted inside the
pool/spa area.

Restrooms. Restrooms are for the use of owners and their guests. Please
make sure the restroom doors are closed and locked after use.

Pool Equipment. Do not play with or remove pool equipment tools.

Pets. No pets are permitted within the pool areas.

Drugs, Smoking. Consumption or possession of any illegal substance of
any kind is prohibited within the pool/spa area. No smoking is allowed
in the pool area.

Pool Toys. No (boogieOboards are allowed in the pool area. Flotation
devices, such as air mattresses, vehicle inner tubes and motorized
equipment, are prohibited. Life jackets and over-the-arm type of flotation
devices, as well as other safety flotation devices, are permitted.

Spa Off/On. To turn the spa on and off, push the blue button only. Do
not touch the red emergency spa button in an effort to turn the spa on or
off. The red button is an emergency switch to turn off the spa’'s motor in
case of an emergency.

SECTION 3

VEHICLE RESTRICTIONS

Speed Limit. The speed limit within the community is a maximum of five
MPH for the safety of the residents and children.

Vehicle Repair. Vehicle repair within the development is prohibited
except in the case of emergency repairs. For the purposes of this section,
"emergency repair’ means an unforeseeable repair which must be done
before the vehicle may be moved out of the development (for example, by
tow truck). Any such emergency repair must be completed and the
vehicle moved within six hours. Broken-down vehicles left in violation of
this rule are subject to tow at owner's expense.

Oil/ Fluids. Owners and residents must promptly clean up and remove
any fluids or oil that leak onto the common area or any parking area
from their vehicles or from the vehicles of any of their guests or visitors.
Owners are responsible for the cost to clean up such fluids from the
parki ng areas, common area, gutters, etc.

SECTION 4

PARKING RESTRICTIONS

Registration With Association. All owner and resident vehicles that are
to be parked within the development must be registered with the
Association's management company prior to being parked in the
community.

Guest Parking. No owner or tenant shall park any vehicle in a parki ng
space designated as GBuest Parking.O Guest vehicles shall be parked in
guest parking no more than 72 total hours within a one-month period
without prior authorization from the Board. Vehicles parked in violation
of this rule are subject to tow at owner's expense.

Street Parking. Parking in the streets is prohibited, with the exception of
short-term parking (not to exceed one hour) for loading/unloading and
washing vehicles. Vehicles parked in violation of this rule are subject to
tow at owner's expense.

Fire Lanes. Parking in fire lanes is prohibited. Vehicles parked in fire
lanes are subject to tow at owner's expense.

License Plates/ Registration. All vehicles parked within the development
must have valid license plates and curre nt registration.

Commercial Vehicles. Commercial vehicles may only be parked in guest
parki ng for purposes of making deliveries and similar purp oses.

Inoperable/ Seldom-Used Vehicles. Parking of inoperable or seldom-
used vehicles in the cqmplex is prohibited. Such vehicles are subject to
tow-away at the owner@ expense.

Recreational Vehicles. Parking of recreational vehicles, commercial
vehicles, boats, trailers and all other similar vehicles, as well as all
vehicles described at Article VI, Section 15, of the CC&Rs, is prohibited.

Garages. No owner shall convert his garage space to any use which
prevents its use for vehicle parki ng.

Third Vehicle Permits. An owner or resident may request permission to
park a third vehicle (that is, a vehicle in addition to the two vehicles that
are parked in the owner or tenant's garage) within the development. Such
requests shall be made to the management company and are subject to
Board approval. Approval may be conditioned on, among other things,
the owner or resident allowing an inspection of the owner or resident's
garage to verify that the garage is being properly utilized for parki ng of
vehicles.

If the Board approves, a permit to park a third vehicle shall be issued on
a monthly basis. The owner or resident shall be charged a monthly fee
for the permit as determined by the Board. The fee shall be added to the
owner's monthly assessment invoice. Permits may be rescinded at the
discretion of the Board.

No owner who is delinquent on his or her assessments will be eligible for
athird vehicle parki ng permit.

Nothing in this section shall be interpreted to entitle any owner or
resident to park athird vehicle within the development.

SECTION 5

PET RESTRICTIONS

Limitations. Two (2) domestic dogs or two (2) domestic cats or one (1)
domestic dog and one (1) domestic cat may be kept as household pets
within any Living Unit if not kept, bred or raised for commercial
purposes. Each person bringing or keeping a pet within the Project shall
be liable pursuant to the law of the Sate of California to other Owners,
their family members, guests, invitees, tenants, and contract purchasers,
and their respective family members, guests and invitees for any damage
to persons or property caused by any pet brought on or kept within the

Project by such person or by members of his family, his guests or
invitees. The Board shall have the right to require the removal from the
Project of any pet which, in the Board @ opinion, constitutes a nuisance to
any Condominium occupant.

Removal. The Board shall have the right to require the immediate
temporary or permanent removal from the project of any pet which, in
the Board's sole determination, constitutes a nuisance by virtue of being,
among other things, dangerous, threatening, diseased, destructive,
uncontrolled or excessively noisy.

Breeding/ Commercial Keeping. Pets of any kind must not be raised,
kept or bred for commercial purp oses.

Liability for Pets. Each person bringing or keeping a pet within the
development shall be liable for the conduct of that pet and for any
damage or injury caused by that pet to persons or property. In addition,
owners who rent or lease their units are responsible for the actions of
their tenant@® pets.

Common Areal/Cleanup. Owners and residents are permitted to use the
common area landscaping to walk dogs. Pet owners must immediately
clean up their pet's waste (cats and dogs included). Any expenses
incurred by the Association to clean up pet waste will be the
responsibility of the pet owner.

Leash Requirement. Persons walking their pet in any common area shall
have the pet on aleash at all times and under their control. Pets shall not
be permitted to run loose.

SECTION 6

GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

Noncommercial Signs. Noncommercial signs, posters, flags and banners
are permitted only in accordance with applicable law.

Commercial Signs. The only commercial signs allowed are security signs
and real estate signs, such as "FOR SALE' or "FOR RENT" signs. One
security and one real estate sign shall be permitted per unit without
Association approval. Additional signs may be approved upon written
request to the Association. Security signs may be a maximum of six
inches in diameter, and real estate signs may be a maximum of 18 inches
by 24 inches in dimension. "FOR SALE" or "FOR RENT" signs may only be
displayed in the upstairs window of a unit. All security and real estate
signs must be of a professional quality on weather-resistant material.
"SOLD" signs may not be displayed for more than 30 days after the sale

of aunit. A security sticker is permissible at the bottom left panel of the
garage door only. No signs may be erected or displayed on the
Association's common area landscaping with the exception of a security
sign not to exceed six inches in diameter. All signs MUST conform with
the City of Corona ordinances.

Video/ Television Antenna and Satellite Dishes. Subject to FCC
Regulations and any other applicable laws, individual unit antennae,
satellite dishes, wiring for television or radios, or other electronic signal
devices or associated cabling may not be placed on any part of the roofs
or exterior walls of the building or other Association property or
common area without prior Board approval.

Refuse Containers/Woodpiles and Storage Items. Refuse containers,
woodpiles and storage items must be kept screened and concealed from
view of neighboring units, streets, common area and Association
property. Refuse containers may be placed out the night before pickup
and MUST beremoved 12 hours after pickup.

Clotheslines. No exterior clotheslines shall be erected or maintained
within the development.

Window Coverings. Window coverings shall be installed no later than
120 days after the move-in date. The street-facing portion of all window
coverings shall be white, off-white, natural, earth tones, soft pastels or
any other color either matching the exterior stucco of the living unit or
approved by the Board. Should a homeowner elect to install window
coverings that are not the approved colors, they must have the window
coverings lined with the approved colors. NO bold prints allowed. NO
bed sheets, aluminum foil, newspaper or other similar material is allowed
to be used as window coverings.

Yard Improvements: No improvements shall be installed in a yard by an
owner or resident without first obtaining prior written approval from the
Board of Directors for the improvement. No potted plants may be placed
on top of any yard boundary.

Garden Hoses. Garden hoses may not be stored in the common area or
left unattended. Hoses must be kept in the garage or backyard out of
sight of neighboring units or the common area or Association property.

Holiday Decorations. Holiday decorations may be put up 30 days prior
to the holiday and must be removed no later than 14 days after the
holiday.

Organized Games. No organized games, such as kickball, basketball,
football, baseball, street hockey and the like, may be played in the
Association streets.

Wheeled Toys. No bicycle, motorcycle, mini-bike, rollerblades or
skateboard riding is permitted on the sidewalks within the complex.

SECTION 7

ENFORCEMENT OF RULESAND OTHER GOVERNING DOCUMENTS

Notice and Hearing. Should the Board believe grounds may exist for a
suspension of a member's privileges or imposition of a monetary fine on
a member, the Board will give to the Member believed to be in violation at
least fifteen (15) days' prior written notice of the intended suspension or
proposed monetary penalty and the reasons therefor. The Member shall
be given an opportunity to be heard before the Board either orally or in
writing not less than five (5) days before the effective date of the
suspension or other disciplinary action.

Legal Action. Subject to the provisions of the governing documents and
California law, the Association shall have the right to enforce, in any
proceeding at law or in equity, the provisions of the governing
documents.

Fine Schedule. Reasonable fines for first-time violations shall be levied
in accord ance with the following schedule:

Fines shall be in addition to reimbursement assessments levied to
reimburse the Association for expenses and costs incurred in bringing a
member and his or her unit into compliance with the governing
documents, as applicable. Fines for continuing or repeated violations
may be increased at the discretion of the Board.

SECTION 8

ARCHITECTURAL GUIDELINES

Approval Required. Owners are prohibited from altering, painting,
decorating, remodeling, landscaping or adorning any part of the
Association property, common area, yard area or exclusive-use common
area without the prior written consent of the Architectural Control
Committee ("ACC") appointed by the Board.

Yard Improvements. No yard may be improved unless and until such
improvements have first been approved by the ACC. No owner shall
install any improvements to his/her yard which interfere with the
maintenance, repair or operation of established drainage systems, and all

improvements shall comply with the requirements of the City of Corona.
No yard improvement shall exceed the height of any fence. No yard
improvement may be attached to any part of the condominium building
without prior approval from the Board.

Criteria. The ACC shall approve plans and specifications submitted for
its approval only if it deems that the installation in the locations
indicated will not be detrimental to the appearance or otherwise of the
surrounding area or the properties as a whole or to the members'
interests therein and that upkeep and maintenance of the proposed
improvement will not become a burden on the Association.

Materials Required for Submissions. The following materials are
required with your submission for ACC approval of any improvement:

@ Altia Homeowners Association Architectural request form;
(b) Two sets of plans and specifications containing:

0 An explanation of the nature, kind, shape, height, width,
color, materials and location of the improvement, along with
any other pertinent information, including, but not limited
to, relation to existing improvements; and

(i)  Samples of exterior materials and colors.
Only complete submissions will be reviewed.

Review. The ACC meets as required to review submitted plans and
specifications. The ACC will review the proposed plans and
specifications and provide a written response to the owner within 60
days of the ACC receiving all required materials. Owners are welcome to
request that they or their architect be present when their plans are
reviewed.

Disapproval/Appeal. If a proposed change is disapproved, the ACC's
written decision shall include both an explanation of why the proposed
change was disapproved and a description of the procedure for

reconsideration by the Board. If a proposed change is disapproved, the
applicant is entitled to reconsideration by the Board at an open meeting.

Changes in Plans. Any changes made to an owner's plans after the ACCG®
approval invalidate the ACC approval. Changed plans must be
resubmitted for new ACC consideration and approval.

Permits/Licenses, Etc. Owners are responsible for complying with all
county, city and other applicable requirements, including the requirement
to obtain permits, licenses and the like. Obtaining such permits, etc.,
does not waive the need for the ACC approval.

Hours. No demolition, construction or any other noise-producing work
of improvement may take place outside the hours of 8:00 am. to 5:00
p.m., seven days a week.
