RECITALS 
 
 

A. The Sky Mesa Property Association is the Homeowners Association for the planned 
community of Sky Mesa Ranch Estates.  The Association Board of Directors appoints 
the Architectural Control Committee (hereinafter referred to as the ÒACCÓ) which 
was established under the Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (hereinafter 
referred to as the ÒCC&RÓ) for subject community, to review and approve all plans 
and specifications for building construction or improvements on lots in the subject 
Sky Mesa Ranch Estates (hereinafter referred to as ÒSky MesaÓ) community, in 
accordance with the CC&R and Architectural Guidelines. 

 
B. Owner holds fee title to property in Sky Mesa as indicated on sheet 1 hereof and 

proposes to complete the improvements described on the application and the plans 
submitted simultaneously with the execution of the Agreement; and as approved by 
the ACC. 

 
C. The Association and Owner hereby enter into this Agreement with respect to the 

review and approval of those plans and the depositing of a sum of money (hereinafter 
referred to as the ÒDepositÓ) with the Association to secure the performance of the 
terms of the Improvement Application and the terms of this Agreement. 

 
D. The Association and Owner are aware that Sky Mesa is a private gated community to 

which access is restricted at all times.  Accordingly, access to the community site by 
Owner, guests, contractors, suppliers, material suppliers and other related persons will 
be subject to access regulations, rules and/or directives of the Association. 
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NOW THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY AGREED BY AND BETWEEN THE 
ASSOCIATION AND OWNER AS FOLLOWS: 
 
 

1. Owner shall be responsible for all activity in connection with the improvements 
specified on the application and accompanying plans and to insure that such 
improvements are constructed in conformance with the plans approved by the ACC.  
Owner shall be responsible for identification, actions and rule violations of 
contractors, laborers, material suppliers and others who are retained to do work in 
connection with the improvements.  Owner acknowledges that all such persons 
employed, directly or indirectly, are his or her invitees and whose actions or inactions 
shall be deemed to be the responsibility of owner.  Any special assessments, fines, 
penalties and/or other charges, including violations of Association rules shall 
constitute a special charge and assessment against the ownerÕs lot.  The assessment 
charges and/or fines may include charges or fines with respect to traffic/parking 
regulations on the private streets in Sky Mesa.  Assessments and/or fines may be 
charged and deducted from the required Deposit. 

 
2. Owner shall be responsible for advising all of the guests, contractors and employees 

of the Association Rules and Regulations, etc.  Association agrees to provide Owner, 
upon request, a copy of the Rules and Regulations pursuant to the CC&R. 

 
3. Owner shall inform all invitees that they are to travel to and from the job site by the 

most direct route available, utilizing the south (Juniper Flats Road) entrance, to obey 
all rules and they are not authorized to be on or use any Association recreational 
facilities or common areas while in Sky Mesa. 

 
4. Owner hereby agrees and deposits with the Association, together with the application 

for approval of plans for construction or improvement, a Deposit in accordance with 
Exhibit ÒAÓ attached hereto and made a part hereof.  This deposit will be held until 
project completion and applied as hereinafter described. 

 
5. At the time of the submission of the plans and applications, Owner acknowledges that 

he/she shall be responsible for and shall pay, in addition to the Deposit amount, a 
non-refundable plan check fee, in accordance with Exhibit ÒAÓ attached hereto and 
made a part hereof. This sum is in addition to the Deposit amount and is not 
refundable.  Plan revisions will require additional fees. 

 
6. The Deposit shall be held by the Association and applied in the case of any rule 

violations by the Owners, as hereinafter described, or for any Òout of pocket costsÓ 
which the Association necessarily incurs in bringing the OwnerÕs Lot into compliance 
with approved plans and architectural guidelines. 
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7. The violations and the fines which currently may be imposed by the Association are 
listed on Exhibit ÒAÓ attached to this Agreement and made a part hereof.  Blatant 
disregard for rules, regulations and established procedures is cause for additional 
fines or liens. 

 
8. Owner acknowledges that certain violations may result in a stop work order issued by 

the ACC, Board of Directors or Management Company under which Owner agrees to 
immediately cease and desist all work on the improvements until the violation is 
corrected.  These circumstances include, but are not limited to, continuing breach of 
Association Rules and Regulations and/or nonpayment of previously assessed fines. 

 
9. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Owner agrees and will insure that all 

contractors employed to perform work on the job site shall also adhere to below listed 
Association Rules and Regulations: 

 
a. Maintain a clean job site throughout the construction period. 

 
b. Refrain from the use of other lots or common property for equipment 

and material storage or utilities located thereon, and shall not enter 
upon or disturb other lots, including any common areas without 
approval of Owner of property and/or ACC in writing. 

 
c. For home construction insure that setback requirements are adhered 

to before the footings are poured. 
 

d. Install all required landscaping within the time frame as specified on 
the approved plans or existing regulations. (See Exhibit ÒBÓ).   
Failure to do so may result in fines and costs. 

 
e. Adhere to all Association rules regarding work performed within  

Sky Mesa. 
 

f. Be responsible for the cost to repair any damage to streets, utilities, 
drains and/or any other Association maintained facilities.  Owner 
acknowledges that his/her property shall at all times be maintained in 
such a manner so as not to become unsightly by reason of daily use 
activities, residue, improper storage of recreational vehicle, trailers, 
autos, equipment, etc., growth of weeds or the accumulation of any 
rubbish or debris thereon.  In the event such lot or improvements are 
not properly maintained, the Association shall have the right of entry 
upon the property for the purpose of proper maintenance, weed 
abatement, or other restoration or repair deemed necessary by the 
ACC.  Any costs incurred by Association or ACC as may be 
required shall be deducted from the amounts held for the Deposit 
and/or owner will be additionally charged and/or assessed. 
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g. Owner shall be responsible for the supervision of delivery of 
supplies and materials to the job site.  Where such deliveries enter 
Sky Mesa under the direction of the Owners or its contractor, the 
General contractor and Owner are jointly responsible to see that the 
delivery of the materials is in accordance with rules of the 
Association including entry, traffic rules, parking, deposit of 
materials and/or storing of materials, etc. Owner shall be responsible 
for immediate cleanup of any spillage on roads or other common 
areas. 

 
10. If the OwnerÕs or General ContractorÕs agents or employees conduct themselves in an 

unreasonable manner, produce loud music, abusive behavior or fail to heed valid 
directions of ACC and/or other Association Management personnel with respect to 
Association rules and regulations, the Association may direct the violating agents and 
employees to leave Sky Mesa.  In addition, this conduct may be the cause for fines as 
specified in Exhibit ÒAÓ and/or a stop work order. 

 
11. The Association shall have the right of entry upon any lot during the course of 

construction for inspection. Once construction is commenced the owner/contractor is 
required to complete construction within twelve months, subject to circumstances 
beyond the control of the Owner/General Contractor. Due to delays beyond the 
control of the Owner/General Contractor, the Owner may submit a written request to 
the ACC requesting an extension of construction time not to exceed six months. 

 
12. If at any time the amount of the Deposit is used for expenses, costs, fines, penalties or 

other reasons allowed under this Agreement, to the extent that 2/3 of an amount 
originally posted is used or applied, Owner agrees to immediately upon demand, 
deposit with the Association, an amount necessary to restore the original amount 
deposited.  Until the Deposit fund is replenished, an automatic stop work order shall 
be in effect.  Owner further acknowledges that if prior to the date of the execution of 
this Agreement he or she has commenced construction on improvements and the 
Association has issued a stop work order with respect thereto, the Association may 
impose a fine, at its discretion, in the amount described in Exhibit ÒAÓ and such 
amounts shall be paid as a fine in addition to the amount of the Deposit, prior to the 
issuance of ACC approval. 

 
 

13. In the event of any dispute under this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled 
to reasonable attorneyÕs fees in connection with any enforcement procedures under 
this Agreement or other technical services, or litigation or legal services to enforce 
the terms of this Agreement. 
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14. The Association shall promptly and in good faith attempt to fulfill its responsibilities 

to review the aesthetic character of the proposed improvements, the condition of 
street and drains, the setbacks, the location, the elevation, the design, landscaping 
materials, color, etc., and in general, the proposed plan of development and 
improvement at Sky Mesa.   The Association, in addition, shall respond in a 
reasonable manner to any request for inspection by the Owner where the ACC is 
required to review the construction. 

 
15. The Association shall notify the Owner in writing of any fines or charges assessed 

against the Deposit.  The Owner may appeal the decision of any Association staff 
member with respect to any fine or charge to the Association Board of Directors, but 
the decision of the Board with respect to any such fines or charges is final. 

 
 

16. Noise Ð No construction activity is allowed to operate prior to 7:00 a.m. and after 
6:00 p.m. on weekdays.  On Saturday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  No construction 
work is allowed on Sunday. 

 
17. Prior to any construction that requires County of Riverside permits: Owner shall 

provide ACC with a copy of approved plans and permits prior to work. Owner shall 
not initiate any work without first obtaining ACC approval in addition to all 
governmental approvals and permits

18. Exhibits ÒAÓ, ÒBÓ, ÒCÓ, ÒDÓ and ÒEÓ following are all part of this Agreement.

A. Landscaping plans are required for approval prior to start of construction of a new 
       home, unless approval is given by the ACC. 

 
 

B          Landscaping must be completed as specified in approved plans within 120 days                         
             of occupancy of the home.            
 
C            Landscaping plans must conform to the Architectural and Landscape Guidelines.

 Landscape Guidelines: Minimum Requirements 

 
• One 36 inch box tree  
 
• Six  24 inch box trees  

 
• Fifteen 15 Gallon plants or trees 

 
• Twenty-Five 5 Gallon plants or trees 

 
• Ground Cover and Soil Retention plants as required on all excavated 

hillsides 
 

In all cases, larger plant material may be substituted for smaller plant material. 
The ACC can approve alternate landscaping plans that do not meet the minimum 
Requirements.
